THE AWARDS

The Winner will receive $1000 and the privilege of performing with a professional string quartet at the 2009 Festival's Walton Bike Trail Concert on July 18 and at the Meadowlark in May Gala scheduled for April 15. 
The Runner-up will receive $500 and the privilege of performing at the Meadowlark in May Gala.
 
THE COMPETITION

The preliminary competition will take place via audio tape or CD.
The final competition will consist of a live performance in Lincoln.            
Both stages of the competition will be adjudicated by a panel of judges.

 

ELIGIBILITY

The contestant must be a high school student (grades 9-12.)
The contestant must be a Nebraska resident.
The first place winner of the 2008 Award is not eligible in 2009.
 
REQUIREMENTS

The winner must agree to perform in Lincoln as part of the Walton Bike Trail Concert on July 18, 2009 and at the Meadowlark in May Gala on April 15 also in Lincoln.
The runner-up must agree to perform at the Meadowlark in May Gala in Lincoln.
Both winners must be present at the Kimball Recital Hall Concert the evening of July 18 to receive their awards.
 
REPERTOIRE REQUIREMENTS

The taped entry must consist of two pieces of contrasting styles that are representative of the applicant's musicianship and repertoire level.
The live performance must consist of two pieces of contrasting styles; the applicant has the option of performing the same repertoire at both auditions or changing repertoire between auditions.
Each applicant must provide his/her own accompanist unless the piece is specifically composed for unaccompanied solo instrument.

Memorization when appropriate is encouraged, but not required. 
 
APPLICATION PROCESS

All entrants must submit the following items, postmarked no later than February 6, 2009.
1.  The completed application blank, downloaded from the MMF website www.meadowlarkmusicfestival.com, or obtained by writing MMF at 201 N. 8th Street, Suite 210A, Lincoln, NE  68508.
2.  An audio tape or CD of the required repertoire (no videotapes, please).  Note:  The tape or CD must not be marked with the applicant's name in order to ensure anonymity.
 
COMPETITION SCHEDULE

Finalists will be notified no later than February 20, 2009.
The competition finals will take place in Lincoln on Saturday, March 14, at First Plymouth Congregational Church, 20th and D Streets. 
Information regarding warm-up and performance times as well as the rules that govern the live competition will be sent to all finalists.
Winner and runner-up will be announced at the conclusion of the March 14 competition.
